But whatever Mary and Joseph and Jesus
thought about their struggles, one thing is
clear. They never gave up. In their faithfulness
and trust—and even more so, in their
commitment to love one another—they show
us how to weather the storms of life.

Love. That's what makes a holy family. Not
the sentimental love of songs and movies but
the strong, relentless, stubborn love of God.
The divine love that the Spirit pours into our
hearts (Romans 5:5). The selfless love that
bears all things, hopes all things, and forgives
all things. The pure love of a God who became
one of us and died to save us.

No family has a perfect life. Every family
faces hardships of one sort or another. But
every family also has a heavenly Father who
loves them and delights in teaching them how
to love each other. So, on this feast of the Holy
Family, let’s pray for our families, and for every
family on earth. May we all learn to “put on
love” (Colossians 3:14)!

Thank you for your ongoing support during this
period of great uncertainty. It has been wonderful to
see so many of you at Mass since we were able to
re-open in June. We are grateful to all the volunteers
who have done an incredible job ensuring that our
church was a safe place to gather; we are especially
appreciative of their sacrifice and generosity!

As you are aware, the City of Toronto will move
into “Lockdown Stage” as of Monday, Nov. 23", to
help stop the spread of the COVID-19 virus. The
lockdown order is in place for at least 28 days and
may be extended. We recognize that this will be an
extremely challenging time for many parishioners.
So many of the faithful rely on our churches to find
solace, peace and support in their lives, especially
during this period of pandemic. We will make every
effort to continue our outreach to you and to use
technology to connect virtually with our
parishioners.

What this means for All Saints” Church: Please
note that this is an update from a previous
communication and reflects the most current
information from the Archdiocese and Toronto
Health.

Masses — For Public celebrations, all weekday
and Sunday Masses are cancelled. Communion on
Sunday, as was originally communicated, is not
available at this time.

Private Masses for Parishioners’ Intentions:
Father Glaba will celebrate daily Mass for the
booked intentions of parishioners and for those
affected by Covid-19. There will be no parishioners
in attendance.

Confession: Parishioners wishing to receive the
Sacrament of Reconciliation (Confession) can come

every day from Monday to Friday from 9:00 am
to 10:00 am or call the Church office and book an
appointment with the secretary.

Private Prayer in the Church: The Church will be
open for private prayer from 9:00 am to 11:00 am.
Masks are mandatory for the entire time you are
in the Church. A maximum of 10 people will be
allowed at any given time.

Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament: This Friday
we will NOT have Eucharistic Adoration.
